The shortest ending of Mark By The Rev. John Leech

And they went out and fled from the tomb; for trembling and
astonishment had come upon them; and they said nothing to any one, for
they were afraid. (Mark 16:8, RSV)

The shock must have been great. Greater than the shock of any day before.
They stood before the empty tomb. And they knew. They knew it was true.
He was not there. He had gone before. He had gone before them, into the
night. And through it, and beyond it. He had gone into the morning of a
new day. The day he promised. The day he told them about. The day of the
Lord. It was his day. And it was theirs. They did not know what to do with it.
They did, they did know, they knew some things: they knew to go and tell
every body all about it. They knew to proclaim it from the rooftops. They
knew: they were women. What did they know? Who would believe them?
What were they, after all? Who were they to know, to tell, the terrible
secret? (He was alive.)

He was alive and everything must change. Everything must be different
from now on. They ran down the street. No one knew. No one but them. But
soon, that would be different too. As the day begins. Early morning sounds
began to rustle around them as they hurried home. Ordinary sounds, the
sounds of the first day of the week. The first day. You said it, brother. The
first day of everything. What would finally happen was in the future. This
was the hinge point — or just past it.

Wasn’t the shift really something that had come in the dark of the night,
after the full moon had come and gone? Just a day before?

After the Passover, after all the noise, the sounds too loud for human ear,
after the violence, came the quiet— the quiet, the mourning. Saturday.
Nothing moved. Nothing stirred. It was the Sabbath: nothing worked that
day. Nothing and nobody. He was gone. For ever. And then. They went on
the morning of the first day of the week. Not just morning yet, perhaps not
even dawn, as they began to leave their separate homes and go out. When
they met in the street, you could just tell a black thread from a white, if you
held them up together before your eyes, or a friend’s eyes.

And very early on the first day of the week they went to the tomb when the
sun had risen.

It was day. But what would it bring? They went. And they saw. They saw
nothing where something should have been. And they knew. It was all over.
And it was just beginning. What would the future bring? All they knew was
it was a future with hope. But it was a wrenching, strange future, and one
being born in hard labor. What had happened was beyond human hope.
Beyond the wreckage of their lives, ones they knew. (He was alive.)

He was not there. What are you doing here? What are you looking for?

Whom do you seek? We seek Jesus. And will you find him here? Will you

find him in the morning, where the stone has been rolled away, and the

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tomb is empty? Where the gardener’s helper’s discarded cloak has gone
missing? Some one needed it. Some one went away. And where he has gone,
you should follow. Into the future. The future with hope. A hope in what has
begun to be fulfilled. (He is risen.)

The beginning of the new world — a world where God raises from the dead,
makes alive again — or better, makes new — what calls us into being
ourselves. (The Lord is risen.)

He is risen indeed.

The end is where we start from. —T. S. Eliot

On my bookcase is a paperback New Testament. It was the first part of a
new translation and when my great-grandfather got his copy, he wrote the
date inside: Dec. 21, 1948. There was something slightly controversial about
this translation, the Revised Standard Version. It was in contemporary
English, modern English, and it contained the best modern scholarship of
its time. So in the text it gave the shortest ending of Mark. The Gospel of
Mark, the translators determined, may originally have just ended like this:

And they went out and fled from the tomb; for trembling and
astonishment had come upon them; and they said nothing to any one, for
they were afraid.

Back up a sentence or two. The women had come to the tomb, where Jesus
was laid, on the first day of the week. They came with spices, to anoint him.
But they asked each other: Who will roll away the stone that covers the
mouth of the tomb? Only to find: it was already rolled back. Inside they
found a young man sitting, all dressed in white.

“Do not be amazed; you seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has
risen, he is not here; see the place where they laid him. But go, tell his
disciples and Peter that he is going before you to Galilee; there you will see
him, as he told you.”

So they knew what to do, what to say.

And it terrified them.

Reading for Passion By The Rev. John Leech

We often choose a study book for Lent. This year, during Holy Week, my
personal devotions will be guided by

N. T. Wright, Christians at the Cross: Finding Hope in the Passion, Death,
and Resurrection of Jesus (Ijamsville, MD: The Word Among Us, 2007)

Bishop Wright offers a sermon cycle on the themes of each day of Holy
Week, from the Passion to Easter. In his sermon at the Eucharist on Palm
Sunday, he suggests the figure of a four-part harmony to explain how we
should see the Scriptures - and ourselves, in light of it.

1. The melody: the story of Jesus from Palm Sunday to Good Friday.

2. The bass line: underlying the gospel theme, the story of the love of
God the creator for his suffering world, the Old Testament.

Life in the Body of Christ* - A Poet Among Us
By Shirley Wilson

One of the purposes of the annual Vestry Retreat is for Vestry members to
get to know each other better. We were delighted to talk with Carol Gordon
and learn about her life and talents. One of the things she shared was her
love of poetry. Yet her accomplishments include other interesting things as
well. She moved to Edmonds and started attending St. Alban’s six years ago.
The move was primarily to be near her youngest daughter and her fifteen-
year-old twin granddaughters. She also has a daughter who works as a tour
guide in Panama and is married to a Panamanian who is a member of the
Embera Tribe. Her son lives in Olympia, has three grown children, and
works for the Department of Natural Resources. For fun, Carol often
attends poetry workshops in Port Townsend and meets with other poetry
groups. Eager to learn new things, she is active in the Creative Retirement
Institute (CRI) which is affiliated with Edmonds Community College and is
aimed at people over fifty who are interested in the arts and sciences.

Carol and her older brother began their lives in Los Angeles; but after five
years, their family moved to a suburb of San Francisco where she eventually
graduated from Burlingame High School. World War II was under way
during her early childhood so her father joined the Air Corps as a teacher.
This necessitated them moving to the San Joaquin Valley, a rural
agricultural area which she loved. However, there was a housing shortage in
that area during the war, making it necessary for her family of four to live in
one room over a garage for close to three years. Then they moved to
Bakersfield, not Carol’s favorite place to be. Tragically, her father died when
she was only fourteen. She eventually graduated from Stanford University
with a degree in English Literature. In 1955, she married Bonner Gordon
and became a stay-at-home mom. Their young family eventually moved to
the Northwest; first Oregon and then Olympia. After her children were
launched in school, Carol got her Master’s Degree in Counseling Psychology
from Chapman University and worked until retirement as a mental health
counselor. Bonner’s love of boating led him to do thirty years of volunteer
work in the Coast Guard Auxiliary as a teacher. Sadly, he died in 1996 while
doing the work that he loved. He was honored, posthumously, when the
Admiral gave him an Award of Merit for his years of volunteer work in the
United States Coast Guard Auxiliary.

In recent years Carol has traveled to some interesting places. She has been
to Africa, Antarctica, and the North Pole. On this last trip she saw polar
bears, walrus’s, ice formations, and learned about polar explorers. At the
actual North Pole (which is not on land, she clarified) they had champagne
and a huge picnic. Twenty-six countries were represented on the Russian
Ice Breaker. During the ceremony, the group of 125 people made a huge
circle. First they turned right, with hands on each other’s shoulders, and
then they walked in a complete circle. The procession symbolized honoring
peace while walking around the earth. Each traveler had their picture taken
with the ship sign that said, “9o degrees north.” One forward thinking man
even packed his Santa Clause suit and wore it for his photo. This was a cool
experience in more ways than one. Next summer Carol plans to travel to
Sweden, Norway and Denmark. After that, who knows what interesting
adventure may await this poet?

Pledged offerings exceeded the budget estimate by $2619. Unpledged
offerings were $286 less than the budget estimate.

Expenses exceeded the budget estimate by %5333 - due to building
maintenance expenses and usual quarterly payments that are paid in
January and February. Thanks to the increase in pledged offerings, it looks
like we are able to cover expenses much better than last year (though there
is still a shortfall in income over expenses).

3. The tenor: the story of our own world, our own community.
4. And the alto part: your own personal story.

So: the Gospel story, the Old Testament story, the story of our whole
community, and the stories of our individual personal experiences:
each of these is an essential part in the harmony we sing together as
we embark on the pilgrim way of Lent. And it is the song we sing as
we approach Jerusalem in Holy Week, bearing at first palm branches
and human hopes, as we progress through the events of the greatest
week on the Christian calendar, from Palm Sunday through the days
and nights of the week, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy
Saturday, and at last the new beginning, Easter morning.

Affirmation of Faith: An Invitation By The Rev. John Leech

In baptism, we thank God for his gift of life and publicly acknowledge
his love. Baptism is a sacrament (holy ritual to symbolize grace) in
the Christian tradition that is traced back to Jesus himself

being baptized in the river Jordan. (Mark 1:9-15)

Confirmation marks the point in the Christian journey where those
who have been baptized as children make a firm commitment to
Christian discipleship.

Through prayer and the laying on of hands by a bishop, the Church
also asks God to give those being confirmed power, through the Holy
Spirit, to live the life of discipleship.

Our canons invite us into this celebration: It is expected that all
adult members of this Church (sixteen years of age and over), after
appropriate instruction, will have made a mature public
affirmation of their faith and commitment to the responsibilities of
their Baptism and will have been confirmed or received by the
laying on of hands by a Bishop of this Church or by a Bishop of a
Church in communion with this Church. Those who have previously
made a mature public commitment in another Church may be
received by the laying on of hands by a Bishop of this Church, rather
than confirmed.

Early in the Easter season, our diocese offers an opportunity for its
adult members to make a mature public affirmation of their faith, in
company with their brothers and sisters in Christ from across the
diocese.
